Pre-Operative History & Physical

If you are having a local anesthetic with your procedure, a physical is not required.  This includes YAG lasers and pain injections.  If you are having anesthesia during your procedure, you will need a pre-operative history and physical by your primary care physician.  The physical must be done within 30 days from your date of surgery.  Please contact us at 301-424-6901 should you have any questions regarding the pre-op requirements.  
A member of our clinical staff will contact you before your surgery to (1) review your health history, (2) give you instructions and (3) let you know your arrival time.  Upon receipt of your health information, our Anesthesia Department will review your health history, your pre-operative history and physical, and all laboratory test results.  
Insurance Verification 

Based on the insurance information we received from your surgeon, we will verify coverage and benefits.  If you have a co-pay or co-insurance amount due on the date of service, we will let you know.  Should you have any concerns regarding your insurance benefits, please contact your insurance carrier.  
Before Surgery

· If required, have a history & physical completed by your primary care physician

· Discontinue the use of herbs, diet pills, aspirin

· Do not eat or drink anything after midnight on the day of your procedure

· Inform your doctor if you are sick with fever or infection

· Plan to arrive at the Center 1 to 1 ½  hour before your surgical time

· Bring your insurance card, photo ID and any financial responsibility that you may have

· Arrange to have a responsible adult drive you home; you cannot take a cab home

In order for you to be fully informed prior to your surgery, we must advise you that due to the nature of the procedures performed in our facility, Advance Directives will not be honored.
